Tried to log in to ranger, but could not. Send in help request:

I can log in to the TACC portal, but I can not use the same password to log into ranger.tacc.utexas.edu.

I wonder whether it has anything to do with the TACC portal reporting that it can not find any projects for me when I check the "Allocations:Projects and Allocations" section of the portal. On the TeraGrid portal it shows that I should have 60000 SUs on Ranger.

What am doing wrong here?

Got message back from Timothy Nickens that I need to:

Hello,

You must first activate your TACC resources at this url:

https://tas.tacc.utexas.edu/TASMigration/AccountActivation.aspx
So I went to the page, tried to activate with my portal username and password: can't because username or password are bad... Emailed the 'help' link on the page and Timothy.

Started following the cyber tutorial that Kay mentioned from the last meeting notes: http://ci-tutor.ncsa.illinois.edu/index.php 'Getting Started on the TeraGrid'. Found that in https://portal.teragrid.org:443/gridsphere/gridsphere?cid=login under the My TeraGrid:accounts ranger did indeed not show a possibility to log in. 

Tried login to abe: applet threw an error.... Rebooted Safari... Cleared the java cache: to no avail....

Ran Java Preferences in Utilities and in advanced added SSL 2.0 compatible (was turned off). Didn't make a difference.

Weddid Jackson suggested the standalone application from http://grid.ncsa.illinois.edu/gsi-sshterm Still to no avail.

Have issues when I try to ssh to any of the accounts I am supposed to have... 're-emailed' that observation with the earlier email to help.

Talked to David Anderson for about 15 minutes about all this. He says that his DB person is going to push out some changes so things should work. (They didn't get any project information for my account.)

Late in the afternoon I could ssh over to ranger.tacc.utexas.edu and I copied over my local credentials over there.

I was able to login to the systems using the teragrid portal in my VM Ware windows (after installing Java there).

Based on https://portal.teragrid.org:443/gridsphere/gridsphere?cid=documentation&JavaScript=enabled I issued the command (on ranger):

myproxy-logon -T -l rkanters

and give it my teragrid passwd:

login4% myproxy-logon -T -l rkanters

Came across the page http://www.teragrid.org/userinfo/access/tgsso_native.php and try to install the SSO from my Mac laptop.... Can't do that because it requires make, so I would have to install the Mac development environment (and I don't want to do that).

Got message back from Phil Blood on how to use gsissh in order get to the other machines from a standard one I can get in: on ranger (MyProxy pass phrase is my TeraGrid portal password):

login4% myproxy-logon -l rkanters

Enter MyProxy pass phrase:

A credential has been received for user rkanters in /share/home/01248/rkanters/.globus/userproxy.pem.

cd .ssh

gsiscp mac.pub login-abe.ncsa.teragrid.org:.ssh

etc..

gsissh login-abe.ncsa.teragrid.org "cd .ssh; cat mac.pub >>authorized_keys".

Problems: emailed Phil:

I think I screwed up the .ssh directory on abe since when I did the gsiscp to put my credentials in a .ssh directory (which is what I am used to doing with scp):

gsiscp mac.pub login-abe.ncsa.teragrid.org:.ssh
and when I went to abe, the .ssh was a file, not a folder....

It turns out that frost, cobalt, kraken, pople, condor, steele do not have a .ssh directory (to concatenate my public key to the authorized_keys), so so-far I have only been able to do this for queenbee and bigred...

When I try to go to Brutus (from ranger), I get:

login4% gsissh portia.rcac.purdue.edu

gss_init_context failed

Phil suggested that .ssh folder may not have been there to begin with....

It took me by surprise that in some cases the .ssh directory may not  

exist. So I will create the .ssh and copy my mac.pub directly to the  

authorized_keys. That worked for all the ones I mentioned, except  

pople which still challenges me for a password that I do not know.

Help got back to me: I had a @ in my known_hosts file (for my own dsa key). I mv'd the .ssh/known_hosts out of the way and now it works!!! I was able to set brutus up so I can ssh to it, but pople still doesn't work because they use a different authentication system see http://www.psc.edu/general/net/ssh/sshkeys.php
