The mission of TeraGrid Pathways is to “scope, build, document, and evaluate extensible, scalable, and comprehensive path​ways to Terascale/Petascale research, scholarship, education, and innovation that will assist faculty and students associated with under-served institutions to effectively utilize the TeraGrid resources and services to support their research, scholarship, and learning.”

Outreach: More Users

The goal of the Outreach Activity is to demonstrate to under-served communities the benefits of using TeraGrid resources to advance their research and educational goals. TeraGrid staff visit campuses and professional events to recruiting a more diverse community of users for the TeraGrid. The Pathways project also maintains the contacts made on campuses and at conferences though continued communication and follow-up events.
